Accelerated Denture Technique
1. Take an alginate impression of the opposing arch.

2. Take a reline impression inside the existing denture.  Use no adhesive.

3. Verify your bite and make a centric occlusion registration.

4. Pour your alginate impression and reline impression.  Trim the models around the dentures but do not separate the denture from the model.

5. Using your bite, mount the case on an articulator and make sure your incisal guide pin is set.

6. Remove the denture from the model and make a vertical bite between the endentulous model and the opposing.

7. Remove the impression material from inside the denture and make a study model of the denture.

8. Return the denture to the patient and send all mounting and records to the lab.
