Pouring Master Models

1. Sprinkle dry plaster into the wet impression and wash out immediately to displace any blood and saliva in the fresh impression.

2. Use compressed air to dry impression. (A wet impression would dilute the die stone, resulting in a “soft” model.)

3. Use a thick mixture of die stone. (A thick mixture will stick to the spatula when you turn a scoop upside down.)

4. Vibrate the stone into the dry impression very slowly to avoid trapping air bubbles.
